Course Description

The AP French Language and Culture course is designed as the culmination of a student’s high school French studies.  AP French will emphasize all aspects of language learning:  listening, speaking, reading, and writing, through the study of six topical and cultural themes (see below).  The themes function as springboards into the practice of interpersonal, interpretive and presentational skills within relevant and contemporary contexts, with the overall objective of deepening students’ comfort with and mastery of the language as well as the rich, diverse cultures of la francophonie.  A wide variety of authentic materials will be explored, including but not limited to the domains of literature, film, print media, audio selections, music, and online resources.  The course will be conducted exclusively in French.
Students enrolled in AP are required to take the AP French Language and Culture exam.
