2. I recognize that the group leaders are responsible for my welfare and for the welfare of the entire group.  I will, therefore, listen to and follow their instructions and ensure that they know my whereabouts at all times.   This also means I will not leave the family home alone OR without permission from my host parents or group leaders.
3. I will not use drugs, alcohol, or tobacco, operate a motorized vehicle, or engage in any activity that could harm or jeopardize me, any of my travel companions, or the reputation of the program and our school while participating in the exchange.

4. I will, while in private homes or public places, including our sister school, respect the property and the rights of others, and observe the rules and regulations of the establishment and the instructions of my group leaders.

5. I will participate in all activities planned for my group.  I understand that this includes meals and outings, attending classes, as well as participating in activities planned by the family.
6. I will arrive promptly and prepared for group activities, as I realize that my punctuality and organization affect the safety, enjoyment, convenience, and travel plans of the entire group.

7. I will serve as a positive influence on my travel companions and make every attempt to help them follow this agreement.
8. I will retain an open mind about what I see and do while abroad.

9. I recognize that the rules and regulations and their consequences outlined in the Chicago Public Schools Uniform Discipline Code, the state of Illinois and the US are in effect during the entire duration of the trip.
10. I will obey the rules that my host follows in school, at home, and in public places (recognizing that all items on this agreement take precedence).
I have reviewed these points with my parents/guardians. We understand the need for all participating exchange students to agree to abide by the above items from the moment we arrive at the Chicago airport until the moment we are released to our parents upon our return.  We all realize that if I do not abide by this agreement, I may be sent home at the discretion of the chaperones and at my family’s expense, and that my family will be responsible for all financial and other consequences of my behavior.
